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Re-emergence of
Print Media

Publishing a large amount of vertical data in virtual space has
dramatically changed the media landscape. The influence of
horizontal content in print media has increased to such an
extent that reflection and analysis in this field can lead to a
new evolution in print media.

Print media, also known as hot media provides high-defini-
tion data. Unlike hot media, cold media provides low-defini-
tion data, thus leaving more to be filled in by the recipient.

The content presented to the audience vertically in online spac-
es has a significantly lower impact and durability compared to the
horizontal data found in print media.
The publication of online content, even with some graphic en-
hancement, fast data transfer, and easy access, cannot obscure
the dominance of horizontal data over the vertical world from any
audience’s perspective. In this context, the approach to producing
content in a horizontal format and its influence on public percep-
tion has been discussed.

Social network users, lacking a realistic approach to the actual
world of data, find themselves strangely targeted by online con-
tent in virtual spaces. They often overlook this issue, spending
their valuable time in an environment where information is largely
unanalyzable due to its vertical structure. Consequently, they are
merely surfing the web.

Data that surprises audiences often results in them being in-
undated with information they did not actively seek. Instead of
choosing what they need, they become overwhelmed by a volume
of non-targeted vertical data, leading to wasted time and mental
confusion. This situation is unlikely to foster genuine satisfaction
among users.

It should also be acknowledged that while social networks facil-
itate rapid data transfer among users, they often inundate them
with a high volume of non-targeted and superficial content.

As a result, social networks have transformed people’s lives and
culture, directly impacting public opinion over time and gradually

causing social damage and loss of privacy.

Given the changes and developments in new communication tech-
nologies, the attention given to various data exchanges—without
any specialized or professional approach to structured informa-
tion—continues to affect the credibility of media within the target
community.

A mix of true, false, real, and unreliable information on the Inter-
net, influenced by advancements in new communication technol-
ogies, has altered the conditions of data transmission to audiences
in targeted societies. Contrary to claims that social networks have
replaced printmedia, it must be acknowledged that the impact
of horizontal content offered by print media, on the audience’s
perception—along with the physical qualities like flipping pages,
colour, and smell-provides a sense of authenticity that is inher-
ent in paper. This professional and specialized appearance has es-
tablished a foundation for print media to continue their activities
with strength and lasting credibility among

society members.

The primary distinction between print
media and virtual space lies in the an-
alytical power and interpretation of
why and how events occur. Therefore,
while cyberspace may dominate
with its vast volume of diverse data
exchanges, it cannot diminish the
benefits and impact of horizon-
tal content of print media on
the vertical world.
