The Greek Ship, A Symbol of

Kish Tourism Awaits Restoration

The Greek ship, long recognized as a symbol
of Kish tourism, is currently awaiting an expert
review for potential restoration.

According to a report from Rooykard-e-Kish
News Website, Mehdi Zoghi, head of the Kish
Tourism Department, discussed the preservation
of the iconic vessel. He stated that if the scientific
documentation from the expert team supports the
feasibility of restoration, necessary programs will
be implemented. If restoration proves impossible,
alternative measures will be taken to preserve
the nostalgic memories associated with the
ship, possibly through the introduction of another
Greek vessel.

A Permanent Fixture on Kish Island

The Greekshiphasastoried history, havingtraveled
the world during its 23 years of service. Originally
a cargo ship, it underwent several name
changes until August 4, 1966, when it ran
aground permanently on the coast of the
Persian Gulf, nearavillage called
Bagu on the western side of
Kish Island. Since it was
in Greek ownership
at the time of
its grounding, it °
became popularly
known as the
«Greek ship.»
Once it sank,
neither its owners
nor anyone else
could relocate it,
leading to its \

current status as a tourist attraction, especially
during sunset. The reasons behind its grounding
remain unclear. Local accounts suggest that foggy
weather and the absence of a lighthouse may have
contributed to the incident. After becoming strand-
ed off the southwest coast of Kish, a Dutch tugboat
named Orinoco attempted to salvage the ship for 80
days but was unsuccessful. According to Lloyds of
London, the ship was deemed a total loss. Some is-
land residents claim that the Greeks set fire to the
vessel before leaving.
The History of the Greek Ship

On March 9, 1943 William Hamilton and Co.

. began constructing a cargo ship named «Empire

Trumpet» in Port Glasgow, Scotland. Completed
in April of that year, it was sold to the British
Ministry of War and Transport and operated by
Larinaga Steam for just two years. In 1945,
ownership transferred to T&J Harrison
Company. From 1943 to 1946, the South
African government leased the ship until it
was sold to Charante Steamship
Company, which renamed it
«Naturalist» and
handed management
back to T&J Harrison.
Technical Specifications
The Greek ship was
classified as a cargo
2 vessel  during
its operational
years. Experts
recorded
its cargo

capacity at 6,601 tons. The ship measures 136
meters in length and 17.1 meters in width, with a
propulsion power of 510 horsepower generated by
a three-cylinder marine steam engine. Additionally,
it was equipped with modern navigational tools such
as GPS and echo sounders.

Visiting the Greek Ship

Access to the interior of the ship is prohibited due to
safety concerns. Diving clubs do not conduct dives un-
der the vessel due to numerous hazards. While there are
historical photographs of the ship»s interior, conditions
inside are highly unstable, making visits impractical.
Koresh, Hamadan, or the Greek Ship?
From 1959 to 1965, an Iranian company named Lloyd
& Co. Khorramshahr acquired the vessel, renaming
it «Koresh Parsi» and entrusting its management to
B. Ashworth and partners. The ship was later owned
by the Iran Khorramshahr shipping line from 1965 to
1966 and was renamed «Hamadan.» As discussions
about its future continue, the Greek ship remains an
enduring emblem of Persian Gulf Island of Kish>s
rich maritime history and cultural heritage.

Next to the Greek ship, infrastructure has
been developed to accommodate tourists,
including pavilions, camel rides, and restaurants.
However, every few years, the ship>s stability
decreases, leading to the collapse of certain
sections. The corrosive effects of salty seawater
have caused significant deterioration to parts of the
vessels structure. The risk of the ship collapsing due
to erosion is a pressing concern. In May 2024, reports
indicated that the Greek ship had broken at the waist,
with its structural integrity compromised from that
point onward.
